mSince being held scoreless for the first time this season on Jan. 10 against
Tennessee State, Djero Riedewald is shooting 75 percent (15-for-20) from

the floor.

mThe Eastern lllinois game marked the first occasion since the Southern
California game in which Benzor Simmons did not grab at least one offensive
rebound, ending a streak of 14 consecutive games.

mSince his insertion into the starting lineup against Eastern Kentucky on
Dec. 6, Delrico Lane has an assist-to-turnover ratio of almost 2:1 (78:40). In
that stretch, the Skyhawks are 12-2.

m\When Delrico Lane hands out five or more assists, the Skyhawks are 9-2.

mComing into the Fordham game on Dec. 28, Delrico Lane had shot just 50
percent (8-for-16) from the free throw line. Since then, Lane has been on tar-
get on 79 percent of his free throw tries (22-for-28).

mAfter being held scoreless for the first time in his collegiate career against
Austin Peay on Jan. 8, Marquis Weddle has averaged 15.8 points per game

over the last six games since then.

mLester Hudson is the only statistically-ranked NCAA Division-| player this
season to score at least 20 points in every game. Hudson is currently second
in the nation in scoring, trailing only Davidson's Stephen Curry.

mOver his last 10 games, Lester Hudson is averaging 30.9 points and 8.6
rebounds per contest. Hudson has eclipsed the 30-point plateau five times
and reached double-figures in rebounding four times during that stretch.

mThrough his first four collegiate games, Reuben Clayton did not break in to
the scoring column in 24 combined minutes played. Since then, Clayton has
scored in 15 straight games, scoring eight or more points in five of those

games.

mSince the Eastern Kentucky game on Dec. 6, Reuben Clayton has an
assist-to-turnover ratio of almost 2:1 (24:13).

mFreshman guard MJ Brown successfully underwent surgery on Jan. 8 to

repair a stress fracture in his left leg. Brown had been dealing with the injury
for most of the season and a rod was inserted during surgery. Brown's origi-
nal diagnosis was to be back in action in six weeks from the date of the sur-
gery, which would put him back in time for the Feb. 21 ESPN Bracket Buster

matchup at home.

mSince the Central Arkansas game, Olajide Hay is shooting 72.5 percent
(29-for-40) from the floor and is averaging 11.2 points per game. Included in
that stretch is Hay's career-high scoring game of 18 points at Tennessee
Tech on Jan. 15.

mls Olajide Hay due for a big game? Against Murray State on Jan. 5, Hay set
a then-career-high with 16 points. The next game, however, Hay didn't reach
double-figures in scoring, netting nine points against Austin Peay on Jan. 8.
That trend has continued over the last six games - as Hay rebounded to
score 15 points against Tennessee State on Jan. 10, before scoring only five
at Southeast Missouri on Jan. 12. Hay then put together games of 18, five,
16, and eight points against Tennessee Tech, Jacksonville State, Southeast

Missouri, and Eastern lllinois, respectively.

Why Skyhawks ...
A new era began in 1995 as UT Martin officially launched its Skyhawk nickname. A group of wise

thinkers captured UT Martin’s history in a three-fold manner: « The first educated institution on the site
of UT Martin was Hall Moody Institute. The school’s athletic teams were called “sky pilots,” a frontier
term for preachers in that day, but perhaps the students were thinking of the glamorous flying aces
of World War 1. « During World War I, UT Junior College contracted with the Naval War Training
Service to help train pilots, who completed their flight training at an airport located on the current site of
Martin's Westview High School. « Red-tail hawks are indigenous to the West Tennessee region.

Our Name ...
The name of our institution is the University of Tennessee at Martin, and we prefer to be called UT

Martin or UTM. The University of Tennessee at Martin will work in the first reference in a news story. UT
Martin (with NO hyphen) or UTM should be used in subsequent references. UT-Martin, UT or Martin
should never be used. UTM is acceptable in headlines.

2008-09 UT MARTIN MEN’S BASKETBALL

HEAD COACH BRET CAMPBELL

Bret Campbell begins
his tenth year as head
basketball coach at the
University of Tennessee at
Martin. In nine seasons he
has led his Skyhawk
squads to six Ohio Valley
Conference (OVC) tourna-
ment appearances and
has coached two OVC
Newcomers of the Year,
two Freshmen of the Year and one Player of the
Year. During his tenure Campbell has graduated
89 percent of his players and coached 12 athletes
who have moved on to play professionally.

Campbell led the Skyhawks to a 17-16 record
and a fourth-place finish during the 2007-08 sea-
son. The Skyhawks advanced to the OVC tourna-
ment semifinals where they lost to eventual cham-
pion Austin Peay by just one point.

In 2001-02 Campbell led the UT Martin men's
basketball team to its first winning season as a
Division 1 program. Entering the 2006-2007 sea-
son his team held the nation's fifth longest non-
conference home winning streak at 28.

Campbell, 47, came to UT Martin in
March,1999 from Austin Peay, credited with help-
ing build the conference-rival Governors into a
successful OVC program. He played an integral
role in Austin Peay's recruiting success which led
to an NCAA tournament appearance and a share
of the OVC championship in 1997. He joined the
APSU staff in 1992 and was elevated to the asso-
ciate head coaching position in 1997.

Campbell moved to Austin Peay after three sea-
sons as a Central Florida assistant. He served five
seasons as recruiting coordinator for Joe Dean Jr.,
first at Birmingham Southern (1987-89) and then
at Central Florida (1989-92). Birmingham
Southern won the 1990 NAIA national title with
players Campbell helped recruit.

A native of Anderson, Ind., he was captain of
the 1979 Anderson High School state title runner-
up team. He played college basketball at Valdosta
State, a former opponent and rival of UT Martin
from the Gulf South Conference of Division Il. He
was a three-year starter at guard and served as
team co-captain. He left Valdosta State as the
school's all-time assists leader. After receiving his
undergraduate degree in 1983, he remained at the
school as a graduate assistant for two seasons
(1983-85).

He moved to Kennesaw College from 1985-87
to help initiate the school's intercollegiate basket-
ball program before moving to Birmingham
Southern in 1987.

Bret and his wife, Marcia, a Florida native, have
three children: daughter Caitlin (14), and sons
Cannon (11) and Carter (9). The Campbells reside
near the UT Martin campus.

THE LAST TIME OUT

MARTIN, Tenn. - The University of Tennessee

at Martin men's basketball team battled back from
a six-point deficit to knock off a feisty Eastern
lllinois team, 65-51, and earn its sixth consecutive
victory Saturday night in the Kathleen and Tom
Elam Center.

The Skyhawks, who have won 12 of 13 games
since Dec. 15, are now 14-6 on the year and 7-3
in the Ohio Valley Conference standings. Eastern
Illinois falls to 8-11 overall and 5-4 in the league
standings.

The Skyhawks jumped out to a quick 16-9 lead
when Eric Massey made a layup with 13:02 to
play in the first half. EIU made an 8-3 run capped
off by a Roman Martin 3-pointer with 9:50 to play
that made it a one-point game, 19-18. The visiting
Panthers took the lead, 23-22, with 5:19 to play
before the break when Tyler Laser knocked down
a 3-pointer. The Panthers stretched that lead to
six points but retreated to the locker room at the
break with a one-point lead, 31-30.

Laser opened the second half with a 3-pointer

and Ousmane Cisse added a layup to give the
Panthers a 36-30 advantage with 18:08 to play.

The Skyhawks answered back with vengeance
and a 25-4 run that senior Lester Hudson ignited
with a 3-pointer with 17:40 to play in the game.
Delrico Lane put the exclamation point on the run
with a layup that gave the Skyhawks a 55-40 lead
with 6:43 to play in the contest.

The Skyhawks never looked back. Hudson led
all scorers with 29 points and nine rebounds.
Sophomore Marquis Weddle added 12 points to
the Skyhawks' total, while Lane tossed in six
points and had eight assists. Laser led the
Panthers with 21 points.
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Home sweet home

eAfter spending a five-day, 3-0 road trip that led UT Martin to Miami, Fla.
and Conway, Ark., the Skyhawks returned home to ring in the new year with
the toughest week to date in games against Murray State, Austin Peay, and
Tennessee State - the preseason number one, three, and five teams, respec-
tively, in the OVC. This crucial stretch would define the character - and possi-
bly the potential - of the Skyhawks, and could give the team the chance to
erase an 0-2 OVC deficit that was set a month earlier on the Death Valley
Trip.

The home stand got off to a rousing start on Monday, Jan. 5, as the
Skyhawks downed their rivals from 50 miles north of the Kentucky border,
Murray State, 75-71. After the Skyhawks led for an 11-minute stretch midway
through the second half, the Racers got a jumper to go ahead by one point
with 3:46 left. UT Martin got the lead right back with a pair of free throws 43
seconds later, and never looked back - as a pair of Lester Hudson (game-
high 28 points) free throws with one second left clinched the Skyhawks' sixth
consecutive win and their third win all-time over Murray State.

Next up on the slate was the defending OVC Champions from Clarksville,
Tenn., Austin Peay on Jan. 8. APSU jumped out to a quick 8-0 lead and hit 9-
out-of-13 three-pointers in the first half to push their lead all the way out to 29
points with 10:25 left in the game. Rather than sulk, the Skyhawks fought
back, cutting the lead to eight points in the last minute before bowing out, 85-
76. Hudson scored 34 points in a losing effort, and Delrico Lane nearly
missed a triple-double by scoring 10 points, snatching nine rebounds and tal-
lying eight assists in 32 minutes.

UT Martin had no time to hang its heads, as Tennessee State headed into
the Elam Center just two days later, on Saturday, Jan. 10. The Skyhawks
fought back from a one-point halftime deficit and led the last 17 minutes of
the game to win in convincing fashion, 78-65. Hudson came up short of yet
another quadruple-double with a final line of 30 points, 10 rebounds, eight
steals and seven assists, while Marquis Weddle hit 7-of-8 three-pointers in
the second half alone to end the game with 23 points. With the win, UT
Martin improved to 9-6 on the season and 2-3 in the conference, after a 2-1
home stand.

Revisiting the Death Valley trip

eAlthough the Skyhawks left its annual Death Valley trip with two losses,
one positive came from the trip in that several players set new season and
career-highs. In the Morehead State game on Thursday, Dec. 4, 10 players
set 33 new season-highs, while eight players set 25 new season-highs at
Eastern Kentucky on Saturday, Dec. 6. Five players set 15 new career-highs
against Morehead State, while 18 new career-highs were set by six players
at Eastern Kentucky.

eThe most season and career-highs set by an individual over the two-
game trip was sophomore guard Reuben Clayton. After averaging 6.0 min-
utes per game through the first five games of the season and not scoring,
Clayton tallied a combined 23 minutes over the two-game stretch, scoring six
total points. All in all, Clayton set seven career-highs against Morehead and
followed up that effort by setting four more against Eastern Kentucky, giving
him 11 total.

eJunior guard Delrico Lane also took advantage of his playing time over
the Death Valley swing, scoring nine points (after scoring five in his first five
games), grabbing seven rebounds (five offensive), and tallying 10 assists as
opposed to only four turnovers. Overall, Lane set two new career-highs at
Morehead, and five at Eastern Kentucky (where he also made his first career
start), for a total of seven new career-highs. Junior center Dominique
Mpondo also set five career-highs on Saturday against Eastern Kentucky,
after not playing on Thursday at Morehead State.

eThe Skyhawks also had six instances in which a player set a new career-
high against Morehead on Thursday, then either tied or broke that same
career-high when they played Eastern Kentucky on Saturday. Those players

were Benzor Simmons (broke high in rebounds), Lane (tied high in field goals
made, broke high in rebounds), Clayton (broke high in minutes, tied high in
assists), and Eric Massey ( tied high in field goals made).

oUT Martin has three international players on its roster this season -- sen-
ior forward Djero Riedewald (Amsterdam, Netherlands), junior center
Dominique Mpondo (Vire, France), and freshman guard Ben Congiusta
(Sydney, Australia). UT Martin is tied in the OVC with three foreign-born play-
ers on its 2008-2009 roster, along with Eastern Kentucky. The OVC has nine
total foreign-born players on its 10-team rosters. Along with speaking
English, Riedewald is fluent in French, Dutch, and Spanish, while Mpondo
also speaks French and Spanish. There are 386 total foreign-born men's
basketball players in NCAA Division-| this season. Congiusta is one of 31
Australians in Division-I, Mpondo is one of 10 Frenchmen in Division-I, and
Riedewald is one of just seven Dutchmen on a Division- roster this season.

Jackson, Jones sign during early signing period

oUT Martin head coach Bret Campbell announced that James Jackson
and Zach Jones signed National Letters of Intent to attent UT Martin and
play for the Skyhawks beginning in the 2009-10 season.

Jackson, a 6-6, 205-pound forward averaged 20.2 points and 10.7
rebounds a game as a junior. He is the first person at Cypress Bay High
School to average a double-double. Jackson also set a school record when
he pulled down 22 rebounds in one game. Jackson was named to the All-
Broward County second team.

Jones, is a 6-6, 190-pound small forward from Memphis. He will graduate
this spring from Craigmont High School. Jones saw action in 29 games as a
junior and he averaged 13 points and six rebounds per game. Jones, the
12th player out of Memphis to sign a Division | scholarship this year, helped
lead Craigmont to a 24-12 overall record.

Skyhawks picked to finish second in OVC standings
eThe University of Tennessee at Martin basketball team was picked to fin-
ish second in the Ohio Valley Confernce standings in a poll voted on by the
league’s head basketball coaches and sports information directors. The
Skyhawks garnered 142 points and six first-place votes in the preseason bal-
lot, which was just behind predicted winner Murray State, who accumulated

149 points and 11 first-place votes. .
This marks the highest that UT Martin has been ranked in the preseason

since joining the OVC in 1992.

The Skyhawks will play one of the toughest non-conference schedules in
recent years this season. After today’s Maryville University game, the
Skyhawks will face Tennessee Tuesday night in Knoxville. The Skyhawks will
also host Elon and Arkansas State in the Elam Center before the month is
over. The Skyhawks will wrap up Novemeber with a trip to California where
they will play the University of Southern California on Friday, Nov. 29. The
OVC slate opens Dec. 4, as the Skyhawks open December at Morehead
State and at Eastern Kentucky (Dec. 6).

Campbell reaches coaching milestones
eBesides leading the UT Martin Skyhawks to their best NCAA Division-|
record to date and their best OVC finish ever in 2007-08, head coach Bret

Campbell reached two coaching milestones last season.
With his 82-79 Valentine's Day win at Tennessee Tech, Campbell won his

100th game as a collegiate head coach, all at UT Martin. Only Tom Hancock
(1982-1991, 132 wins) and Floyd Burdette (1952-1971, 197 wins) have won
more games than Campbell at UT Martin. Also in that Tennessee Tech game,
Campbell became the second-longest tenured coach at UT Martin, by games
coached (260 games).

Last season was Campbell's ninth season at the helm, and with that TTU
game he passed Hancock, who coached 254 games for UT Martin. Only
Burdette (398 games) has coached more games than Campbell in UT Martin
program history. Entering this season, Campbell has coached 260 games for
UT Martin.

oThe Skyhawks won two games in the three-team FIU Holiday Tournament in
Miami. The Skyhawks needed overtime to claim a 77-76 victory over host FIU on
Saturday, Dec. 27. Sophomore Marquis Weddle hit two free throws with nine sec-
onds left in overtime to win the game for the Skyhawks. Senior Lester Hudson
scored 23 points and was perfect at the free throw line on nine attempts. Junior
Reuben Clayton was 4-for-5 from the field and tossed in 11 points. Weddle finished
the game with 21 points. Junior Delrico Lane netted four points and had four
rebounds to go along with eight assists and seven steals. The Skyhawks sealed the
victory at the free throw line where they made 16-0f-19 attempts. Hudson scored 31
points and was 13-0f-13 free throws to lead the Skyhawks to an 82-70 victory over
Fordham on Sunday, Dec. 28. Lane recorded his first double-double as a Skyhawk
with 10 rebounds and 10 points. The Skyhawks shot 50 percent from the field and
82 percent from the free throw line (23-0f-28).
