MINUTES OF THE UT MARTIN FACULTY SENATE MEETING

September 23, 2008
CALL TO ORDER
President Evans called the meeting to order at 3:15 p.m.

The minutes of the previous meeting, April 22, 2008, were approved.   
President Evans introduced Shannon Burgin regarding outsourcing software. Shannon and several of her staff members were present to help answer any question that the senate may have. Shannon as they look at strategies for the future, such as the potential to reduce cost, and retaining excellence service they want to look at outsourcing email and some collaborations. She named several other Universities that are already doing this. Ken Blankenship spoke regarding outsourcing email and said the big thing is storage and that the University cannot afford to purchase enough disk drives to support that many users. GoogleAps is an effective platform for this and students would be able to get a 7 gigabyte mailbox. They would have web-browser based document creation and collaboration. There are word style documents as well as Excel, PowerPoint, and real-time collaborations and they would have the ability to import and upload. This would be supported for mobile devices. They are going to still try to have a single sign-on and students could have email for life which would make it easier for Alumni Relations to stay in touch with graduates. The university would also be able to offer more features as Google expands their offerings. There will still be spam protection and the address will still be (something @utm.edu). 

Shannon stated that there would be a legal agreement in place before this was implemented and they hope to start converting with the incoming freshmen for the spring 2009 semester. There is an Identity Management Group reviewing usernames system wide at this time.
