John Schommer called the meeting to order at 3:00 p.m.
Minutes from the April 11 meeting were distributed, reviewed, and approved as presented.

Opening comments:
Faculty Senate President John Schommer read aloud from the bylaws all the ways that a motion
may be brought forward to the full senate.

Committee Reports:

Budget and Economic Concerns Committee

Schommer gave the committee report for the Budget and Economic Concerns Committee. He
distributed the minutes of the Sept. 5 meeting and highlighted some of the committee’s points of
discussion, including raises for the past year, merit raises, summer classes, work on the
Humanities Building, and the possibility of surveying students to gather information about the
need for a lab fee to support the purchase of equipment for laboratories. There is no action to be
brought forward at the upcoming senate meeting.

Committee on Instruction

Brian Johnson, chair, distributed minutes of the committee meeting held on August 29. He said
that George Daniel will come to the first full senate meeting of the year to talk about a pilot
program to identify first-year students who are not engaging at the four-week point in any 100-
level class. Johnson further noted that English has submitted materials for the General Education
Reviews but that the committee is still lacking materials from Communications and Math. There
was brief discussion about plagiarism software available for Blackboard.

Graduate Council

Cahit Erkal, chair reported that the Graduate Council met on September 7. In addition to
discussing application for graduate faculty, other business included discussion of degree appeals
committee reports, GA appointments, and revised wording for the graduate faculty criteria.

Personnel Policies Committee

Darrell Ray, chair, distributed minutes of the Personnel Policy Committee meeting on August 29.
He said that there will be action to bring forward to the senate in the revision of Section 2.16.1.2
regarding composition of the Hearing Committee of the Faculty Relations Committee. He said
that committee members discussed other matters, including the composition of the
Undergraduate Council in relation to the BUS degree, the re-examination of the eligibility



requirements for election to the Faculty Senate, and the review and revision of the
tenure/promotion procedures.

Undergraduate Council

Desiree McCullough, chair, reported that the following items will be brought forward for action
at the upcoming Faculty Senate meeting: revision of undergraduate admission requirements,
revision of requirements for the BS degree (mathematics general education), revision of
requirements for Parks and Recreation Administration concentration (College of Agriculture and
applied Sciences), revision of requirements for the International Business concentration (College
of Business and Public Affairs), revision of requirements for secondary biology, secondary
chemistry, secondary earth and space science, and secondary math (College of Education and
Behavioral Sciences). There will also be two requests from Sociology, Anthropology, Social
Work, and Criminal Justice: addition of SWRK 415 Social Work in Child Welfare 1l and
revision of the course description for SWRK 470 Social Work Field Instruction Preparation.
Minutes noted student requests that were approved, denied, and tabled.

Old Business
Schommer reported that the first meeting of the system-wide University Faculty Council will be
in January 2007. Nancy Warren is the representative from UT Martin.

Schommer shared results of the senate retreat survey and asked the committee for comments
about the style of the retreat for the upcoming year.

New Business

Schommer noted that the new parliamentarian for the senate is Ed Wheeler.

Schommer noted that the nominating committee for the Faculty Senate needs to begin
functioning. Anna Clark was elected as chair of the nominating committee and will meet with
John to begin the process of polling candidates and working out the details of the election.

The date of the Fall Faculty Meeting will be November 9.

Schommer announced that he has an upcoming meeting with Dr. John Peterson and asked the
committee for input for this meeting. One item that all agreed should make the agenda dealt with

across-the-board salary increases and merit based salary increases.

Schommer also asked the committee for ideas about what the Faculty Senate could do to honor
the memory of Dortha Norton.

The meeting adjourned at 4:30 p.m.

Rick Thomas called the meeting to order. Introductions were made to help acquaint returning members with newly-
elected members. Scott Roberts indicated that he is replacing Kurt Gorman.
Old Business
o 2% Merit Raise
Committee member, on behalf of faculty member in his department and in regards to the recent pay increase,
stated that the previous President did not adequately represent the faculty. Regular state employees received a
3% raise while UTM staff received a 2% raise across the board and UTM faculty received a 2% merit. The
difference in these percentages led to the impression that faculty is not as important and reduces a since of
worth.
When questioned by a committee member as to the campus cost for the 1% campus contribution (2% at campus
plus 1% campus contribution to meet the regular state employee raise of 3%), Dr. Rakes responded that the cost
ranged $150,000-$175,000 and said that last year the campus contribution percentage was paid through funding

from tuition.

Dr. Rakes presented an example regarding Bob Levy and indicated that UT Chattanooga is also having issues
with the recent merit raises.

David Ray pointed out that merit raises are okay if the salary earned keeps up with the cost of living.
New Business
e Merit Raises

John Schommer, Faculty Senate President, indicated that the issue regarding merit raises is first priority when
representing the campus faculty. He plans to meet with President Petersen to discuss this issue.

e Summer Classes
Anna Clark had several questions regarding summer classes. Dr. Rakes responded.
Q: Are departments guaranteeing classes? R: Some can’t afford to do so.
Q: Is there prorated enrollment? R: That’s a college or department decision.
Q: Was 2006 summer enrollment up? R: Yes.

e Humanities Building, Classroom Side

There will be renovations on the classroom side of the Humanities Building at, currently, no certain time.

e Adequate Equipment in Labs



Rick Thomas has brought to the table the concerns of those in his department regarding the equipment in the
labs. A faculty member has given some informal surveys to students and claims that students are willing to pay
lab fees if it will give them more or better equipment to work with. It has been determined that students will be
officially surveyed, and there will be some guidelines/forms issued by the departments with the type of
information gathered to be carefully considered, i.e. class level, major. A committee member questioned
whether lab fees would have an impact on classes chosen to take. Some felt that a student would take a class if
needed, regardless if there’s a lab fee or not. In the interest of open discussion, Rick Thomas questioned the lab
fee by wondering whether it would be expensive to a student. The figure for a four credit-hour class was
estimated at $20, however there has not been any research as to that figure.

In order to proceed with lab fees, there will need to be a proposal submitted to the Board in January/February
and must be included in the catalog.

A committee member mentioned the possibility of a lab fee freeing up funding for faculty travel, etc. As an

example of the need for the lab fee, Rick Thomas indicated that there was a piece of lab equipment purchased
about a decade ago though it is already obsolete; the cost of that equipment was approximately $300,000.

e Survey to Students Regarding Lab Fees
At the next BECC meeting, there will be a lab fee survey finalized and then given to all students enrolled in a

science class during late October thus to calculate results and make further action, if necessary, before the
proposal would need to be submitted in January/February.

As there was no other business to be discussed, motion was made and carried to adjourn.
