MINUTES OF THE UT MARTIN FACULTY SENATE MEETING

March 18, 2008
CALL TO ORDER
President Harriss called the meeting to order at 3:15 p.m.

The minutes of the previous meeting, February 12, 2008, were approved as corrected. On the third page, first sentence of the Faculty Senate minutes the “www” needed to be taken out of the web addresses.   
President Harriss suspended the agenda for Al Hooten, Vice Chancellor for Finance & Administration, and Scott Robbins, Director of Public Safety, to discuss the recent lock-down that occurred on campus. Mr. Hooten addressed the Faculty Senate regarding the process on how decisions were made and what problems there were with the lock-down. Mr. Hooten stated that the get-away vehicle was found on campus and at that time they made a search of all campus lots and buildings starting with the student residences. Chief Robbins and his officers knew that the suspect was armed so the decision to lock-down the campus was made. There was a mass email sent out to lock-down the campus. Mr. Hooten apologized for this choice of words; he stated that it might not have been the best choice. Mr. Hooten let the Senate know that the text messaging system did not work correctly that afternoon. The system on the University side of the text messaging system worked but one of the two cellular providers, Verizon, considered the message to be spam and their computer stopped it and just let the message trickle out. The other provider, Cingular, handled the message fine that day but there are not as many users on Cingular as there are on Verizon. They are currently working with Verizon and other cell phone carriers but stated that there is no guarantee that the messages will get out in a timely manner.
Mr. Hooten said they were going to wait until the Fine Arts Building was remodeled but have decided to update and move the carillon system sooner. A module can be put on the current system to make it a loud speaker system. They are hoping to have this done by summer after all the bidding is completed.
Mr. Hooten spoke with legal counsel in Knoxville and learned that we cannot force any student to stay in a classroom. We can let them know about the situation in progress, encourage them to stay in the classroom and let them know we can not guarantee their safety if they leave the room.  
Mr. Hooten stated they learned a lot through this situation and will be adding a section to the Emergency Management Plan to address secure locations, places, and what needs to be done in this type of situation. Every fall Chief Robbins would like to address the faculty, especially new faculty, regarding safety and security issues. They are working with building managers to define their role in these types of situations.
