The Fine Arts Building is currently undergoing renovation. The Fine Arts Building Gallery will reopen Fall 2011.  Until then, all senior exhibitions will be scheduled in the Paul Meek Library.
There are potentially 9 – 4’ x 8’ horizontal display panels – carpet covered.

There are potentially 3 – 4’ x 8’ vertical display panels – carpet covered.
(We also have hardware and instructions to create various display configurations) (book, pinwheel, zig-zag, etc.)

There are 30 hanging rods and assorted hanging hardware for the panels.

(DO NOT use nails in the display panels)

There are approximately 16 display pedestals of various sizes (white).

Openings are generally on Tuesdays.  Exhibition strikes should be complete by 7:00 pm Sunday evening.  Exhibition load-in and set-up should take place Sunday evening or on Monday. Please check with the main office to coordinate times.

Velcro, putty, nails, and other implements of destruction are provided.  Tools and supplies are kept in a locked cabinet in the Library near the second floor exhibition space.  Go to the main office for information about the key.
