The Sophomore Performance Review is to be held at the end of the Fall Semester of the student’s sophomore year.  Its goal is to assess student performance and achievement via the following criteria to determine whether the student should continue in the BFA Program with an emphasis in Dance Education.  Students are asked to demonstrate verbal and physical proficiency in Contemporary Dance and Ballet Technique and in teacher prep and theory courses with regard to the respective basic objectives and goals (such as basic teaching methodologies covered in Dance Ed. 211) outlined in the courses taken thus far.  The minimum required courses to have been completed for the review are: DANC 110, 120, 130, 150, and DNED 211.

Evaluation Criteria: Scale of 1-3.  1 = poorest demonstration of proficiency; 2 = adequate demonstration of proficiency; 3 = most competent demonstration of proficiency.

1. Preparedness for Sophomore Review:  Student presents him/herself in a professional manner in keeping with dress code and neatness policy for dance studio classes.  Student comes warmed up for executing dance combinations and prepared to articulate to faculty oral explanations of required dance vocabulary and studied theory behind each technique.

Physical demonstration of dance skills: Technique will be assessed in accordance with 
expected achievements for student’s dance level.  

3. Verbal demonstration of dance theory and history: Each student will be evaluated on 
his/her ability to clearly articulate knowledge of each dance form’s origin and 
development, including knowing the   general historical timeline of each dance form’s 
development, and the identification of dance luminaries whose influence shaped each 
dance form’s development.                            

4. Verbal demonstration of dance vocabulary:  Each student will be evaluated on his/her ability to orally give the English translation of the French ballet vocabulary as requested for the review session. Students will also be expected to articulate contemporary dance vocabulary that pertains to specific movements and concepts in this dance form.

5. Any original choreography or previously performed dance pieces may be presented for faculty evaluation.  This is optional.  These presentations will be evaluated based on the student’s prior experience with performance and choreography, as well as demonstration of concepts learned in choreography or dance composition courses completed.

      6.   Dedication to the Dance Program:  Student’s active participation in studio courses, 
including attendance record, as well as participation in Dance Ensemble performances on 
campus, in the community, and all outreach activities and opportunities that have been 
presented to dance students.
