10 Points to Earning an Excellent Weekly Studio Grade

1. BE there on time.

2. INITIATIVE – Don’t always wait to be told what to do.  Dig into your assigned songs and be curious!

3. QUESTIONS – Come with at least two specific questions.

4. NOTES – Learn them!  Have at least one song solidly prepared.

5. RHYTHMS – Know them.  Have at least one song well prepared.

6. PHONETICS – Study the International Phonetic Alphabet to any foreign song you plan to sing BEFORE your lesson.  Write it out above each word.

7. TRANSLATION – Look up every word in a foreign song you plan to sing.  Write out the translation below each word.

8. PIANIST – Have one.  Practice at least once with the pianist before coming to your lesson.  Know the accompaniment.

9. MEANING – Know what the song is about.  What does it mean to you personally?

10. MEMORIZATION – The last step.  Be ready to perform a song in our studio class once every two weeks.
