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Goal and Purpose of Course

The course is designed to guide students in pronouncing the sounds of German and French through the study of the International Phonetic Alphabet (IPA).  It helps students to develop the ability to write and read IPA transcriptions of words in foreign language.  The prerequisite course, MUS 161, covers Italian and English language pronunciation.  The student will learn to associate speech sounds with a specific visual symbol to aid him/her in producing the accurate articulation of the languages in order to achieve excellent diction when singing.
