Each year in the Spring semester, the Department of Music presents an opera production.  The Lyric Opera Theatre (MUEN 367) is open to all vocal majors as well as other music majors.  Any UTM students who can demonstrate a strong commitment to the theatre and adequate vocal skills are welcomed to audition.  

The goal of the course is to provide the opportunity for the students to gain knowledge and experience in operatic repertoire for the stage and development of techniques for role preparation and performance.  After successful completion of the course, the students will be able to think in character, to move on stage and to function as a singing actor.

The opera theatre meets two days each week: Monday and Wednesday from 4:00-6:00.  Extra rehearsals may be scheduled the month before the production is open.

Last year, the Lyric Opera Theatre presented fully staged production of Gian Carlo Menotti’s The Old Maid and The Thief.  The production was directed by Amy Yeung, and the musical accompaniment was provided by Scott Roberts.
