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Technology Fee Report Fall 2007
The Technology Fee began in 1997-1998. Technology Fee is only a portion of the overall expenditures for technology on the UT Martin campus. The purpose of the $100 per semester Technology Fee is to:

- Enhance student access to computers

- Increase student computer support

- Replace equipment

- Improve classroom instruction

The planned replacement of technology continues as a major benefit to students and faculty providing new instructional and lab technology. Projectors, network equipment, and computers were replaced. Expansion of the student lab in the Library occurred. A major push to add Extron devices to many of the classrooms to improve ease of use for the faculty members is proving successful. New software and hardware were installed in the faculty lab. Wireless was installed at the Selmer site and other on campus academic buildings. 
Technical support continues to be a significant need for students. Assistance is available 24 hours a day 7 days per week. Without the technology fee, this support would not be available and technical problems with hardware, software, viruses, spyware, file services, print services, etc. would not be solved.
Support for the Library online databases and software continues.
