Welcome to our new members!   Our most outstanding accomplishment during the last two years has been that we have experienced an increase in membership among elementary and middle school teachers.  These new members are also active in the organization and participate in our workshops.  
However, we have experienced a decline in participation at the high school level.  Please encourage any high school teachers that you know to join our organization and to attend our meetings.
This is the first year that we awarded our mini-grant.  In order to receive the mini-grant, the teacher must be a member of our organization.  The purpose of the min-grant is to improve the teaching of mathematics in the classroom.  Kim Mullins from Bethel Springs Elementary School is this year’s recipient of the $500 award.  The title of her project is “Zome Geometry”.  Ms. Mullins will be giving a report on her project at either the Fall Mathematics Workshop on September 12, 2009 or at the Spring Meeting in 2010.

Over hundred sessions were offered to teachers in grades kindergarten through college.  A number of our members attended.
