Class Assignments & Expectations
1. Professional Behavior: Students are allowed NO MORE THAN 3 ABSENCES from class for any reason. Each absence after 3 will carry a final grade deduction of 10% per absence. Like chronic absenteeism, tardiness is an unprofessional behavior to exhibit. Three (3) late arrivals to class will equal an absence. If a student misses six (6) or more classes (or the equivalent in tardies or a combination of both), (s)he will receive an “F” for the semester. DEADLINES ARE NOT FLEXIBLE!!  ASSIGNMENTS ARE DUE ON THE DAYS SPECIFIED ON THE CLASS CALENDAR!!
2. Field experiences: Each student will be assigned to an area school. Each student will consult with the teacher about the class, and work with the class in a manner that the cooperating teach deems appropriate. A personal, written reflection is due within 24 hours of each field experience. IF YOU MISS ANY OF THESE SCHEDULED MICROTEACHES YOU WILL EARN AN “F” FOR THE CLASS!
3. Recorder playing competency: Recorder is part of the instruction of this class. Each student will play the recorder in class and during the field teaching experience. The student will complete a competency test on this instrument. A STUDENT CANNOT PASS THIS COURSE WITHOUT MEETING THIS COMPETENCY. Competency testing will occur November 17 through 20.
4. Unit Lesson Project: Each student will develop a unit plan using material from any appropriate sources (songbook, series, internet, etc.). The unit must be connected by a theme (e.g., Cowboy songs; Japanese Folk Songs) and span at least 4 lessons. The unit plan will include: 

a. The standards, goals, and objectives for the unit.

b. Lesson plans for each lesson within the unit (using the class’ lesson plan format).

c. Assessments for learning based on goals and objectives.

d. List of materials & songs.

e. A movement activity, an integration to another content area within the arts, and an integration into another content outside of the arts.

For the singing competency for this course, a song from this unit plan will be performed by the student while playing the piano. UNIT PLAN DUE OCTOBER 16.
5. Final Reflection Paper: The student will compose a short two- to four-page paper analyzing his or her field experience teaching. The paper will include specific areas of strength and growth, specific areas of perceived improvement, and personal goals/recommendations for improvement. The paper will be word-processed (10- or 12-point font only), double-spaced, and use correct grammar and spelling. Due December 4.
6. Professional Portfolio Maintenance: All students who have been accepted to TEP have completed a portfolio. You must add ten (10) new pieces of professional evidence to the portfolio and submit it in the format already outlined by the College of Education and Behavioral Sciences. Students who are not yet enrolled in TEP are out-of-sequence, but a substitute format will be given to you separately in order to complete this requirement.
