Now that I have had coffee, here is my two cents worth.

It really does not matter what sequence the courses are in, except maybe EDLD 710 and EDLD
780. There is really no knowledge built in one course that will be needed for the next. It
is true that once you have had the Law course you will look at things differently than you
might have before the course, but it is not a prerequisite for you to have that course before
any of the others.

I need to know if I will be teaching GENS 101 this Fall as that will make a difference. I
can teach whatever, whenever.

Beth, as we discussed, I will teach EDFN 720 in the Fall. So if I have GENS 101, and EDFN
720 I can have two EDLD courses. I prefer EDLD 735 and EDLD 745 for fall and EDLD 75@ , EDLD
275 and EDST 71@ in the spring. If I am not going to be teaching EDST 710, as was discussed
earlier, then I do not know what my third course will be in the Spring.

As far as substitutions, there is no right or wrong way to decide which new course to use for
the old ones. We took away two theory courses and replaced them with practical courses. The
only one that really matters is EDAS 770 which should be replaced with EDLD 780.
