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Teacher Effectiveness Committee
Prior to Fall 2004, the data collected was processed and filed.  In Spring 2004, the Unit approved a Teacher Education Effectiveness Committee to close the assessment loop.  The Unit will use all of the information from the various assessment points and forward summative data once a year to the Teacher Education Effectiveness Committee.  That committee, in turn, will analyze the data and make recommendations for program improvements.  The Teacher Education Effectiveness Committee met for the first time during June of 2004 and reviewed data on teacher education program admissions, field experiences, and student teaching.  The committee made a recommendation based on field experiences and student teaching evaluations by cooperating teachers that a training session be provided to update cooperating teachers on how to use the new field experience form any other new expectations for field experiences and student teaching (2.3C).
