TAILGATING RULES FOR THE NORTH END OF THE FOOTBALL STADIUM

1.
Each organization will be assigned a specific area to be determined prior to the 
game.  Any tents and/or grills need to be behind the white line and grills need to 
be positioned and monitored as to not cause a hazard to the crowd.
2.
Any vehicles entering the stadium to unload must come in the northeast gate 
(north of the ROTC building) of the stadium.  At no time will vehicles be 
allowed to drive on the field turf.  Once unloaded, all vehicles will leave the field 
area and park during the game.  They can return after the game to load back up.
3.  
All vehicular traffic inside the fence must be completed 1 and ½ hours prior to 
the official start time of the game, at which time the northeast gate will be 
locked.  
Any unloading after this point will have to be done by pedestrian traffic 
through the normal entrance. 
4.
There will be no driving and/or parking of vehicles on the outside of the fence 
between the stadium and the Ag Pavilion, or on the grass on the east and west 
sides of the stadium except for essential vehicles (media, UTM band, University 
owned, etc.)

5.
All persons entering the game, students and non-students, must enter through the 
southwest main entrance of the stadium.  There will be no admittance at the 
northwest entrance except for essential personnel (visiting team, UTM Band, 
athletic department personnel, etc.)

6.
Anytime the visiting team is entering and/or exiting the field, the crowd at the 
northwest end of the stadium must move back to allow a clear path to and from 
the visiting team dressing room.

7.
Anytime game action is occurring near the north end zone, the crowd needs to 
remain back far enough as to not interfere.  
8.
Alcohol is not permitted on University property, including the football stadium!
