


What Places Me On Probation?

Students are considered to be on academic 
probation when their cumulative (over all) 
GPA falls below a 2.0. All probation issues 
are handled in the Student Success Center.

How Long Do I Stay On  
Probation?

A student remains on probation as long as 
they maintain a cumulative GPA below 2.0. 
While students are on Academic Probation, 
they must maintain a 2.0 semester GPA or 
they will be placed on Suspension.

What Are The Requirements  
of Probation?

The first step after being placed on probation 
is to attend the LEAP (Learning to Estab-
lish Academic Priorities) Workshop. This 
workshop is held the first week of the fall and 
spring semesters. Students are only required 
to attend the workshop one time. Every 
semester while on probation, students are also 
required to meet with a probation counselor 
at least twice. We recommend that students 
meet at the beginning of the semester to get a 
good start with time management and again 
after mid-term grades to ensure that students 
are on a good track for academic success. 

Pitfalls of Probation

Suspension: Students will be suspended from the 
University for one semester if, while on proba-
tion, their semester GPA falls below 2.0. There 
is a one-time opportunity to appeal a suspension 
the first time suspended. Students who have 
completed the appeals process and have been  
allowed back the next semester cannot register 
for another semester until final grades are posted 
for the appealed semester. This is to ensure that 
students have a semester GPA of 2.0 before they 
are allowed to continue.

Limited Hours: While on probation, students 
will only be allowed to register for sixteen hours 
(normally twenty).  

Financial Aid: Students must pass two-thirds of 
their attempted hours. Classes started and with-
drawn from after the first week are considered 
attempted hours. At any point should a student 
fail to maintain at least two-thirds pass rate, 
financial aid will be revoked. This means stu-
dents will not be eligible for any type of financial 
aid; this includes student and parent Plus loans. 

University Forgiveness Policy

Students who stay out of college for at 
least four years and decide to return may be 
granted the forgiveness policy upon return. 
This policy allows for students to have all 
Fs and Ds removed from calculation in 
their GPA. This policy can only be granted 
upon returning to school. Students must 
sign a form to accept the forgiveness before 
they register for classes in order for it to be 
granted.
