GRE (required for graduate program admission) is a 4
hour exam offered several times each month. Registration
is done through the Testing Center or online at www.ets.
org/gre. Cost is $150 payable to ETS by credit card or
check.

Praxis | Pre-Professional Skills Tests, or PPST
(required for certain students desiring admission to the
Education program) is a 4 %2 hour exam offered several
times each month. Registration is done through the
Testing Center or by calling 1-800-853-6773. Cost is $130
payable to ETS by credit card or check. Candidates may
retest on one section ($80), 2 sections ($120) or 3 sections

($160).

PRAXIS Il Subject Assessments are taken by
individuals entering the teaching profession as part of the
teacher licensing and certification process. Registration is
done online at www.ets.org/praxis/register or by mail-in
application. Cost varies with type of test.

NBPTS (National Board for Professional Teaching
Standards) is offered several times each month. For
registration information, go to www.nbpts.org.

GMAT (required for admission to MBA program) is a 4
hour, 15 minute exam offered several times each month.
Registration is done online at www.mba.com or by calling

1-800-717-GMAT. Cost is $250.

MAT (required by some universities for graduate program
admission) is a 1 hour exam offered by appointment on
most weekdays. Registration is done through the Testing
Center. Cost is $70 payable to UT Martin, check or cash.

TOEFL (Test of English as a Foreign Language) is a 4 hour
exam offered several times each month. Test dates are
standardized. Registration is done online at www.ets.org/

toefl or by calling 1-800-468-6335. Cost is $150.

CLEP (College-Level Examination Program) is a 90
minute exam that allows individuals to earn college credit
by demonstrating prior knowledge of a subject. CLEP
exams are offered by appointment on most weekdays.
Cost is $70 payable to CLEP (credit card or check) plus
$20 payable to UT Martin (check or cash). Contact the
Testing Center to schedule an appointment or to obtain a
complete list of available CLEP exams. Exam descriptions
and study guide information can be found online at www.

DSST (or Dantes) is a 2 hour exam that allows individuals
to earn college credit by demonstrating prior knowledge
of a subject. DSST exams are offered by appointment on
most weekdays. Cost is $80 payable to DSST by credit
card, plus $20 payable to UT Martin (check or cash).
Contact the Testing Center to schedule an appointment
or to obtain a complete list of available DSST exam:s.
Candidates must bring the school code where their scores
are to be sent.

SAT (required by some colleges for admission) is offered
on standardized test dates. Register online at www.

MCAT, LSAT, and PCAT exams are offered on
standardized test dates.

ELSES (Engineering exam) is offered twice a year, in April
and October. Contact your state licensing board.

CPS® (Certified Professional Secretary) and CAP®

twice a year, on the first Friday and Saturday of May and
November.

Academic Profile and Major Field Exams (required
by U.T. Martin for graduation) are administered by the
Testing Center on designated testing dates each semester.
Make-up exams are given by appointment for a $20 fee.

GED® exams are administered at the Testing Center twice
each month. Contact the Adult Education Center in your
area to schedule the exam.
