How to connect to the UTM wireess network using Windows XP SP2

Y ou should see your wireless adapter, in Network Connections (you may also see aicon
in your system tray).
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If you see the red X on the Icon then you are currently disconnected or disabled.

Double clicking on either Icon will bring up the Wireless Network Connection window.
Y ou should see Romulus listed in the list of available wireless networks. Select Romulus
and click the connect button.
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Y ou may see the following box when you try to connect. Thisis because we do not use
any encryption on the wireless network. Just click Connect Anyway.

If may take afew seconds but the wireless network connections will change the status of
your Romulus connection to connected. Y ou may also notice the Icon in your system tray
changes.

Now you can close the Wireless Network Connections window and the Network
Connections window. Open your web-browser. Y ou may see a Security Error, Just click
ok to continue.



The BlueSocket Login page should load. Y ou can log in now using your domain login or
if you are a guest ssmply enter your email address.

Once you have successfully authenticated you will see this screen. Simply enter the
address you want to go to in your address bar and browse the web as normal.
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Note: BlueSocket limits wireless access to port 80 (web) only. POP, FTP, Telnet, and other protocols will
not work. If you are staff/faculty then you can use the VPN to allow use of these and any other protocols
you use on the wired network.
