How to print from the wireless network.

Student/Faculty wishing to print to the lab printers can do so by simply logging into the
bluesocket and going to wireless.utm.edu and following the instructions provided.

Faculty can aso print to network printersin their office. To do this they must log into
bluesocket, go to www.utm.edu/vpn and install the vpn client. Then connect to the VPN.

Now you can set up a network printer and print to it.

To set up anetwork printer you will need the IP address. Y ou can get this by printing a
test page directly from the printer. Once you have the IP address, click on start, then on

control panel.

Next click on “Printers and Faxes”
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Then click on “Add a printer”
