Using Dreamweaver

How to Open a File

1. Open Dreamweaver

2. Go to “File”

3. Choose “Open”

4. Find the file you are looking for, and click open.

5. Once you have the file that you are looking for you are ready to begin editing.

Editing a File

1. If you want to edit the text, simply modify it the way you want it and save.

2. To put in a new picture, first make sure you have saved the picture somewhere on your hard drive.

a. Then go to “Insert”

b. Choose “Image”

c. And then find the picture you are looking for.

d. Dreamweaver may ask you if you want to save it to the folder that your html file is in.  Choose “yes” and make sure it saves your image where all of your web page files are.  If you do not do this correctly, the image may be a gray block instead of the picture you were hoping for.

3. To add a link to your picture, make sure your properties box is open.  This will be your key to adding links.  To open the properties box, go to “Window”, and choose Properties.  

a. When the properties box is open you will notice that there is a box that says “Link”. 

b. After you have highlighted your picture simply by clicking once on it, you may now enter an url in the link box.  

c. Make sure that you include the entire address, for example: http://www.utm.edu
d. If you are wanting to link to something directly in the ecce directory, then you may just enter the file extension.  Such as:  kidcollege.html  

e. You must make sure that the extension is after /~ecce/  An example of a file that you could include only the extension would be:  http://www.utm.edu/~ecce/selmer.html  So you would only enter selmer.html in the box.

4.  This method of linking can also be used for linking text.  You would simply highlight the text you want linked and go to the link box on your properties box.
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Page Properties

1. In page properties, you can do the following

a. Change the color of all links.

b. Change the color of all text.

c. Change the color of all active and previously viewed text.

d. Change the title of the page

2. To do this, you need to go to “Modify” and then choose Page Properties.  Make your changes and then choose apply. 
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
